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Dear friends,

At the beginning of February | was able to take a few days of

retreat. With young children and a husband who works full  -time,

going on retreat can be difficult, so it was an opportunity for which

I was very grateful. The retreat wa
those present were ministers, it was an opportunity for us all to

take 6time outdéd and just take some

The retreat included a time of quiet, time to be creative, a time to
use our imaginations to explore a Bible passage, time to watch a
film, as well as time to worship. It was an opportunity to stop and
share with God how | was feeling as well as taking time to relax.
Although a large part of the retreat was about relaxing, it was
amazing how as | relaxed | found myself talking to God more and
more about different things that | needed to deal with. Part of
that was about the leading of the wise leaders, but | also think
that a large part of it was about having the time to think rather
than rushing from one thing to another.

Before | started training for the ministry | had never thought
about taking a retreat and | was essentially forced to go on my
first one as it was an integral part of the course | was on. | was
also particularly reluctant to go on that retreat as it was to be a
silent retreat and | could not imagine the advantages of being
silent for more that an hour or my ability to do it! For me it was a
bit of a baptism of fire, but that was probably the approach that |
needed. | came back from that retreat relaxed and refreshed both
spiritually and physically and had to admit that it had been a very
good and beneficial experience.

As ministers we are encouraged to regularly go on retreat. Just as
Jesus went on his own up into the hills to pray, so we are
encouraged to take time out and go somewhere to pray and spend
time with God. One thing that struck me while | was on retreat this
time however, was how rarely we encourage members of our
congregations to go on retreat.



Many of you are working in busy jobs, many of you give a lot of your
spare time to the church and other voluntary organisations, when
do you take time for God in a focussed way? Hopefully, you already
make time for daily prayer and worship on a Sunday should also be
an important part of your regular time with God, but just those odd
hours can still feel hurried and snatched. Time on retreat can

create a distance from the stresses that might be weighing you
down and help you to look at things with unstressed eyes and to
seek to see what God can see in that situation.

In this time of Lent when we are preparing ourselves for Easter, it
is traditionally a time when people have focussed on their own
spiritual lives, maybe it is a good time to investigate going on a
retreat.

Retreats can vary from a one day quiet day to a week or longer.
They can be silent (but usually include sessions in which a speaker
will guide a group through a subject to reflect on) or can include a
lot of talking. They may be done as part of a group or on your own.
They can be guided or you can leave the space open for God to
work. They can be themed, creatively focussed, make use of nature
or just allow you space to sleep. A good place to start if you are
looking to do a retreat is the website www.retreats.org.uk or the
publication Retreats 2010.

And for those of you who say - this sounds like a very self -

focussed thing to do, then 1 6d have
but actwually 1itds amazing how often
retreat are focussed on the world or the community in which you

i ve. Personally | dve found retreat

places in terms of using Fairtrade goods, local produce and so on.

Maybe its got something to do with t
| ove vy o yauserdtdldve yourselfin order to love others,

and maybe its got something to do with taking time to listen to God

rather than rushing around doing what we think is right.

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The World Watch List

Open Doors unique World Watch List is compiled every year using a
complex questionnaire sent to Open Doors co -workers and key
church leaders in 70 countries. It examines every aspect of
persecution, including the degree of legal restriction, state

attitudes, how free the church is to organise, as well as noting
specific incidents of violent persecution against individuals and
churches.

For the eight year in a row, North Korea is at the top of the World
Watch List; it is the hardest place on earth to be a Christian. The
only worship that is allowed is that
-il and his deceased father Kim Il -Sung. Christians are seen as a
threat, so increasing numbers have been arrested, tortured or
secretly executed. Up to 70,000 believers are being held in

horrific conditions in  labour camps. There is food shortage and
famine. The border with China is virtually closed and Chinese
authorities vigilantly pursue North Korean defectors and return

them home. Believers have called for our help, especially our
prayers.

Please look at the World Watch List on display in the concourse to
find the other countries where faith costs the most and who need
our prayers.
